Guidelines for the Final Papers, HST/WMS 389, Fall 2009, Lavender
1.  Choose whether you are writing an historiographical review paper or a narrative research paper.
2. In order to understand more clearly the difference between a “historiographical review” paper and a “narrative research” paper, please consider the following examples, found in your course reader:



“historiographical review” paper:

Martha H. Patterson, "Beyond Empire: The New Woman at Home and Abroad," Journal of Women’s History 21/1 (2009): 180–84.

“narrative research” paper:

Cheryl M. Cassidy, “Bringing the ‘New Woman’ to the Mission Site: Louise Manning Hodgkins and The Heathen Woman’s Friend,” American Periodicals 16/2 (2006): 172-99.

3. Have your topic approved by Professor Lavender (If you submit a paper on a topic that has not been approved, I will not accept it.)

4. HISTORIOGRAPHICAL REVIEW PAPER:

a. You will have a thesis that identifies the historiographical debate.

b. You will arrange the essay to document the ways in which historians have participated in that historiographical debate.

c. Your main sources will be the historians’ writings, as well as reviews of those writings, and information about the historians themselves (such as other works they have published, where and what they teach, etc.)

d. In the end, you will be indicating weaknesses and holes that appear in the extant historiography on your topic.  A section of your paper would be dedicated to investigating and proposing how these holes could be filled and weaknesses corrected.

5. NARRATIVE RESEARCH PAPER:

a. Your thesis will be focused on your topic, but it will be an analytical statement (such as, “women experienced X as Y because Z”).

b. What will follow is an argumentative narrative that proves your thesis.  In order to do this, you will draw on both secondary and primary sources. 

c. You will be able to draw on the works identified in your annotated bibliography, as well as primary sources that may not have been included there.  

d. Your assertions will be supported by evidence throughout the paper.

6. COMMON GUIDELINES:

a. All papers will be typed, double-spaced, and following the Chicago Manual of Style format for footnotes or endnotes. (See http://www.library.csi.cuny.edu/dept/history/lavender/footnote.html)

b. Papers will be submitted via www.turnitin.com under the course HST 389 Fall 2009 – The course ID is 2999951 and the password for the course is “lavender”
