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What is the Institutional Review Board?
The Institutional Review Board (IRB) at CSI is one of CUNY’s 21 IRB’s. It is the responsibility of the IRB to oversee the protection of the rights and welfare of all human subjects in research projects conducted at CSI as well as research projects conducted by CSI faculty, staff, students, and administrators. These oversight responsibilities include: monitoring compliance of any ongoing research involving human subjects with federal, state and university regulations; monitoring University compliance with the same regulations and laws; and leading educational efforts CSI-wide regarding human subjects protections.
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Recent IRB Headlines
The New York Times recently reported on “real world” drug studies. The article has to do with the topic of gathering evidence in drug studies that will benefit a population that is currently being overlooked – typical patients with complex symptoms. According to the piece, there are many groups advocating for the creation of an Institute for Comparative Effectiveness Research to be sponsored by Congress. 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What you need to know…
Do you need to submit a continuing review application or a final report? 
There has been much question over the past year with regard to Continuing Review application and Final Reports relating to IRB protocols. It is in fact a federal regulation that an application must be submitted for continuing review by the IRB even if the researcher is only analyzing data. The reason for this is because the data the researcher is examining is considered human subjects research. Therefore, if any PI currently has data that they are analyzing for publication and they do not have an open protocol with the IRB, they must cease all analysis and submit a New Application to the IRB for review.

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Great News for those submitting Continuing Review Applications!
Previously, a PI who had submitted an IRB protocol as new, had two subsequent continuing reviews (three years total) and wished to continue their research, they were required to submit an entirely new application to continue beyond year three. Now, as long as a PI submits their continuing review paperwork on time (as designated by reminder letters), they can continue to receive an annual continuing review for the duration of the project.
