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What is the Institutional Review Board?
The Institutional Review Board (IRB) at CSI is one of CUNY’s 21 IRB’s. It is the responsibility of the IRB to oversee the protection of the rights and welfare of all human subjects in research projects conducted at CSI as well as research projects conducted by CSI faculty, staff, students, and administrators. These oversight responsibilities include: monitoring compliance of any ongoing research involving human subjects with federal, state and university regulations; monitoring University compliance with the same regulations and laws; and leading educational efforts CSI-wide regarding human subjects protections.
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Recent IRB Headlines
Pharmatimes.com recently reported that a US IRB has been the target of a Congressional sting. The IRB being targeted had been infiltrated by a fraudulent investigator who provided false credentials and location information. The fraudulent investigator was actually part of an elaborate plot developed by congress to expose presumed issues with regulatory oversight. At the time of the story’s publication, there was speculation as to whether or not the sting was legally implemented. The Washington Post recently reported on a case that was shut down due to adverse reactions that proved the study to be less beneficial than originally thought. The study, as reported by Post staff writer Rob Stein, focused on testing treatment on trauma patients. While controversial from the start, the study was eventually approved even though many of the trauma victims would not be able to give informed consent because they were unconscious at the time of treatment due to their injuries. Because this highly funded five year study resulted in quicker deaths of its subjects, the study was shut down. What you need to know…
Do you need to let the IRB know about your grant application status?
Yes, you do need to keep the IRB apprised of the status of your grant application when your application involves work with human subjects. The reason for this is the IRB and the Office of Sponsored Programs and Research communicate on approvals and share approval information for release of funding. Additionally the IRB is required by the Federal Government to have specific paperwork on file when a protocol is being funded. Here is a list of the how and when of informing the IRB on this topic:
Initial IRB Application: If you know at the time of application that you have been awarded funding, will apply for funding, or are awaiting approval of funding, this must be noted on page 3 of your application. 

In addition, a copy of your grant application must be submitted with your IRB application.

After IRB Application: If you become aware of and apply for funding opportunities after your application has been submitted, you must submit an Amendment Form to the IRB office alerting us to this fact. 
In addition, a copy of your grant application must be submitted with your Amendment.

Funding Not Approved: If you have alerted the IRB of your intentions to obtain funding, and are subsequently not approved, you must also alert the IRB of this information via an Amendment Form.

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When is research considered Student Practica?

Student Practica guidelines are as follows:
         Student Practica refers to projects done by undergraduate or graduate CSI students.
         The projects are done in order to gain experience in a particular research method (e.g., survey, interview, etc.), during a particular CSI course.
         The course instructor takes full responsibility for all practica activities. 
         CITI training is required of all students doing practica and must be submitted to the IRB. http://web.cuny.edu/research/human-subjects-research/citi-training.html 
        Results of student practica may NOT be published or presented at scientific meetings as research findings, nor can results be used as pilot study data.
        Practica are NOT generalizeable research projects (Masters Theses are NOT considered student practica).
         A Research Determination form must be completed by the professor and submitted to the IRB. This is done in order to provide you with a written decision from the CSI IRB.
 
If a student does meet the criteria for student practica described above, a research determination form must be submitted to the IRB along with CITI Certification from both the instructor and the student(s). 
 
If your student does not meet the criteria explained above as student practica, then an IRB Application for Approval must be completed. The professor would be listed as the faculty advisor and as the Co-PI with the student. 
 
If your student is in fact doing research in preparation to write and present a thesis, then it does not meet the criteria of student practica.

Required CITI Training

CITI (Collaborative Institutional Training Initiative) is a required web-based training to be taken by all CUNY researchers and key personnel involved in human subjects research.
