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What is the Institutional Review Board?
The Institutional Review Board (IRB) at CSI is one of CUNY’s 21 IRB’s. It is the responsibility of the IRB to oversee the protection of the rights and welfare of all human subjects in research projects conducted at CSI as well as research projects conducted by CSI faculty, staff, students, and administrators. These oversight responsibilities include: monitoring compliance of any ongoing research involving human subjects with federal, state and university regulations; monitoring University compliance with the same regulations and laws; and leading educational efforts CSI-wide regarding human subjects protections.

What you need to know…
When do amendment forms required?

Any time you intend to make a change to your IRB approved protocol you must submit an Amendment Form to the IRB for approval. Such changes include:

· Removal or addition of key procedures
· Revision to currently approved informed consent process, consent form, parental permission or assent form

· Revision to currently approved HIPAA and/or FERPA form

· Addition or removal of PI, co-PI, or key personnel (submit CITI certificate for those added)

· Revision to recruitment instrument, oral script, survey instrument, web-based instruments, questionnaires, advertisement flyers, funding sources, etc

· Additional recruitment instruments, oral scripts, survey instruments, questionnaires, advertisement flyers, funding sources
· And any other revision to currently approved protocol

Changes can not be put in place without prior approval of the IRB.

Confidential or Anonymous?
Human subjects can not be considered anonymous if they are known to you. Therefore, if you have met the subjects and/or are collecting any identifiers (via consent or data collection) you can not consider your study to be anonymous. Instead, in the IRB application and documentation you would discuss your methods of confidentiality rather than anonymity.
Anonymous studies include the following:

· Accessing data that has already been collected by another party and no personal identifiers are available to you (the researcher).

· Collecting data via a survey that has been distributed to a population via a list-serve or general distribution. The survey would be returned to you via a method that can not trace its origin back to the subject via personal identifiers or IP address.

Applications to be considered for Full Board Review must be submitted to 6S-137 two weeks prior to the scheduled meeting.
Although the IRB does not meet during the months of June, July, and August, the IRB office is open for application submission and assistance.
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Recent IRB Headlines
The Hastings Center recently published and article on its website entitled “Reformed Consent: Adapting to New Media and Research Participant Preferences” (http://www.thehastingscenter.org/Publications/IRB/Detail.aspx?id=3288). This piece discusses the benefit of incorporating multimedia consent with printed consent. Having both types of consent increases the subjects’ understanding of the study, the procedures, and their rights as research subjects.  
The Washington Post recently reported that Coast IRB, a Colorado based company which was responsible for oversight on studies involving human subjects, will be closing. The termination of business comes as a result of a federal sting that caught Coast IRB approving a bogus study. At the present time, many organizations have pulled their studies from Coast, while others are in the process of being transferred. The FDA is actively involved in the transition.
