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What is the Institutional Review Board?
The Institutional Review Board (IRB) at CSI is one of CUNY’s 21 IRB’s. It is the responsibility of the IRB to oversee the protection of the rights and welfare of all human subjects in research projects conducted at CSI as well as research projects conducted by CSI faculty, staff, students, and administrators. These oversight responsibilities include: monitoring compliance of any ongoing research involving human subjects with federal, state and university regulations; monitoring University compliance with the same regulations and laws; and leading educational efforts CSI-wide regarding human subjects protections.

Applications to be considered for Full Board Review must be submitted to 6S-137 two weeks prior to the scheduled meeting.
Fall 2009 IRB review meetings will be held at 1:30pm, Room 6S-229, on the following dates:
· Wednesday, September 2, 2009 (Application submission deadline 08/19/2009) 
· Wednesday, October 7, 2009 (Application submission deadline 09/23/2009)
· Wednesday, November 11, 2009 (Application submission deadline 10/28/2009)
· Wednesday, December 16, 2009 (Application submission deadline 12/02/2009)

Frequently Asked Questions:

Do I Need to Get Approval?

If your project is a research project and it involves collection and/or use of data from human subjects (e.g., surveys, oral interviews, videotaping, secondary data sources) then you need IRB approval.

How Do I Know What Kind of Review to Ask For?

There are exempt review categories and expedited review categories. All else is full review. Please Note: it is up to the Chair to decide what level of review is needed.

How Do I know if My Project is Considered Research?

You may submit a Research Determination Form to the IRB committee. This entails a brief description of your project and participants. You will be notified that your project is either a) research and you need to complete a full application for IRB review; or b) not research and you do not need to do anything further. If your project is not considered research (b) then you need to retain the official letter issued by the IRB for your records. In the event that you wish to publish the results of this project you may need to show proof that a determination of non research was made by the IRB.

How Long will it Take?

That depends on the type of review needed and your timeliness in submitting materials and requested revisions. Exempt and expedited reviews can be done in approximately 2 weeks. Full reviews require discussion of the proposal at a full committee meeting and can take one month or more.

I Think My Proposal is Exempt Does That Mean I don’t need to go For Review?

NO. Exempt means that it is EXEMPT from continued oversight and yearly review. You need only to notify the IRB if you change any portion of the proposal (e.g., add a new data collection site, add a new instrument, change the interview questions etc.)

How long am I required to retain my research materials for?

Investigators are responsible for retaining signed consent documents, IRB correspondences, and research records for a period of at least three years after study’s completion. However, your sponsoring agency requirements may dictate that records be kept longer. If your research was sponsored, please check with the sponsor to make sure that the minimum 3 year retention requirement meets their needs.

I plan to do research exercises as part of my class curriculum, do I need IRB approval?

Yes, if: the study involves humans as subjects, will be published or presented at a conference or event, or is for a thesis. In this instance IRB approval is a must via the IRB application process.

Yes, if: it is a class assignment, being administered outside of the classroom as part of the class curriculum, incorporates individuals as subjects, and the data collected will not be published or presented at a conference or event, is considered student practica. The IRB review is limited to the Research Determination form. This protects the students, the professor, and the university.  Visit:  http://www.library.csi.cuny.edu/~irb/studentpractica.php 

No, if: it is an exercise being done within the course/class, does not include individuals outside of the course/class, is not intended for publication or presentation.
