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What is the Institutional Review Board?
The Institutional Review Board (IRB) at CSI is one of CUNY’s 21 IRB’s. It is the responsibility of the IRB to oversee the protection of the rights and welfare of all human subjects in research projects conducted at CSI as well as research projects conducted by CSI faculty, staff, students, and administrators. These oversight responsibilities include: monitoring compliance of any ongoing research involving human subjects with federal, state and university regulations; monitoring University compliance with the same regulations and laws; and leading educational efforts CSI-wide regarding human subjects protections.

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What you need to know…
Privacy and Confidentiality (As per 8.5 of the CUNY IRB Policies and Procedures)
· The IRB shall determine whether adequate procedures are in place to protect the privacy of subjects and to maintain the confidentiality of the data. 

· “Privacy” means having control over the extent, timing, and circumstances of sharing oneself (physically, behaviorally, or intellectually) with others. 

· “Confidentiality” refers to methods used to ensure that information obtained by investigators about their subjects is not improperly divulged. Confidentiality and anonymity are not the same. 

· “Anonymous” means no one (not even the PI), anywhere, ever can identify individual subjects through names or other identifiers. The fact of subjects’ participation in the research may need to be kept confidential as well as their data. 


Key Personnel

Key personnel are individuals, other than the PI, who contribute to the scientific development or execution of research in a substantive, measurable way, whether or not they receive salaries or compensation under the protocol. All key personnel shall receive appropriate training in human research protections. Faculty advisors, undergraduate student investigators, principal investigators, research assistants, co-principal investigators, are all considered key personnel. (see16.1.3 of the CUNY IRB Policies and Procedures)

Applications to be considered for Full Board Review must be submitted to 6S-137 two weeks prior to the scheduled meeting.
